Cumulative Assets. We view knowledge as a long-term resource, not just discrete findings.
Foundational Focus. We often look beneath the surface, exploring the systems, infrastructure, institutions,
and metrics, that define policy problems.
Question-Driven Research. Our methodology is fluid and interdisciplinary, driven by the question rather
than the field.
